Dear Friends in Christ, 
 

A few weeks ago, I recalled a story from my internship.   
 

Shortly after I moved here to start internship, I took advantage of one of the local happy 

hours for dinner one night. That evening, despite Seattle's reputation for the Seattle 

Freeze, I found myself chatting with the person sitting next to me.  As is apt to happen 

while making small talk with a stranger, the person asked me what I did for a living. 
 

Unsurprisingly, I found myself reluctant to answer the question. Did I really want to risk 

being ostracized or entwining myself into an uncomfortable conversation about religion 

given Seattle's secular nature? 
 

And so, I took the easy way out.  Instead of acknowledging the truth --- that I was a 

Masters of Divinity student currently working at a local church and at a non-profit 

focused on assisting faith communities advocate for policies for the common good --- I 

bent the truth a little by omitting these details and simply stating that I was an attorney. 
 

On my way back to the church that night, though, I reflected on my answer.  It occurred to 

me that my answer was rather cowardly. 
 

In fairness, growing up in the Bible Belt had given me a good excuse not to engage in 

conversations that might bring up religion.  I reasoned with myself that I didn't want to 

make anyone feel as uncomfortable as I had felt when my classmates insisted on making 

sure I knew just how Christian they were while simultaneously trying to convert me --- 

seemingly unaware that Lutherans were Christian too. 
 

But as I walked home that night, I realized that by refusing to talk about my faith to 

strangers, I was doing both myself and God a disservice. How was I to know whether God 

was trying to use me as a vessel to open the door of conversation for someone hungering 

spiritually?  Could I really presume that God never intended for me to share about my 

faith when the Gospels so clearly call us to go out and spread the good news?  Could I 

really assume that my actions alone spoke loud enough about God's unending love and 

grace? 
 

And so, I resolved that I would no longer take the easy way out.  No longer would I deny 

half of my vocation.  Instead, I would answer honestly explaining my work as both an 

attorney and in the church even if it meant risking an uncomfortable conversation.  After 

all, answering honestly didn't mean that I had to push my religion on anyone. 
 

Knock on wood. so far answering honestly hasn't caused me to be ostracized and it hasn't 

even really led to uncomfortable conversations about religion.  Instead, it often sparks 

interesting conversations as it somehow seems to give the other person permission to talk 

about their own faith and struggles, their own mystical experiences that they are often still 

trying to make sense of.

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FROM THE PASTOR continued 
 

I realize that in the Lutheran church we tend not to talk about our faith as openly or as readily as the people where I 

grew up did.  And I further recognize that I, as a pastor, have an easier way into these conversations than others do. 
 

But, these are still important conversations for us to be having --- and not just because the Gospels call us to share the 

good news; but also because our faith shapes our lives and the lives of others. 
 

Hearing stories of how God worked in your life during a time of despair might be exactly what someone else needs to 

hear to hold onto hope in their time of despair. 
 

It's easier said than done.  But, there are a few things we can do to make it easier. 
 

For instance, we can practice by having conversations like these with our loved ones or people in our own faith 

community --- people who we know won't laugh at us or scoff at us.  Perhaps at dinner each night you can take turns 

talking about where you experienced God that day.  Or, maybe, you can explore the amazing ways you feel like God is 

currently at work in your life.  Another alternative would be to talk about ways in which your faith has helped you 

through difficult times.  The possibilities are endless. 
 

The funny thing is that the more we have conversations like these, the easier they become.  But, even more importantly, 

we begin to hone our vision into the many ways that God's hand is at work in our lives and not just through our lives. 
 

Embarking on these conversations is not an easy journey.  It is not a journey without risks.  But, the call of discipleship 

is a call of risks --- risks that we may be ostracized, risks that we may face dangers, risks that we may have our hearts 

broken as we witness and respond to the pain and suffering of the world.  And so, we must take the risks.  And taking 

the risk means that we must not only share the good news through our actions, but through our stories too. 
 

It is my prayer for you that God may be so at work in your life that you can't help but spread the good news.  May the 

good news of Christ flow out of you in all that you do and in all that you say.

Thursdays in Black  
Bishop Shelley Bryan Wee’s October 2019

For the next several months, as I am able, I will 

raise up issues, resolutions, actions and 

memorials that were taken at the 2019 ELCA 

Churchwide Assembly. This month I am 

focusing on the ELCA’s Commitment to the 

World Council of Church's "Thursdays in Black" 

campaign toward a world without rape and 

violence. 

 

Several years ago I sat in the window seat on a 

plane. The plane ride was long. Fourteen hours 

long. The man next to me struck up a 

conversation. We talked for a while. I then fell 

asleep. When I woke up it was dark in the plane’s 

cabin. No lights were on. Everyone appeared to 

be sleeping. But the man’s head was resting on 

my shoulder. Thinking he would be embarrassed 

when he awoke, I gently tried to move my 

shoulder away from him in order to give him 

more space. Instead, this man woke up and with 

his face right next to mine he attempted to kiss 

me while groping me. I was caught between this 

man and the wall of the plane. Why I didn’t 

notify the flight attendant is still a mystery to me. 

Instead, I somehow pushed my way out to the 

aisle and wandered through the plane – 

wondering what to do. Honestly, I couldn’t think. 

Eventually I returned to my window seat and sat 

as close to the window as possible, as far away 

from the man as possible, putting a barrier of 

sweater, blanket, and pillow between me and the 

man. 

 

You know, with the amount of violence and harm 

that happens to women throughout the world, this 

is a small story. Unfortunately, many women 

have much worse stories to tell. This is why this 

month I want to lift up the important action that 

took place at the 2019 Churchwide Assembly. 

The assembly voted to adopt a resolution to 

support the World Council of Church's 

"Thursdays in Black" campaign toward a world 

without rape and violence. 

 

In its simplest form, this means wearing black on 

Thursdays declaring our support through words 

and actions towards a world without rape and 

violence. The color black was chosen as a color 

of strength. As the WCC’s Thursdays in Black 

website states, “Often black has been used with 

negative racial connotations. In this campaign 

Black is used as a color of resistance and 

resilience.” 

 

I invite you all to wear black on Thursdays. I 

hope that you will look at the website and see the 

materials available for you and for your 

congregation. (The link to the website is 

www.oikoumene.org/en/get-involved). 

Especially, I strongly encourage and advocate 

that we all work towards a world where there is 

no more rape or violence against any vulnerable 

population. As WCC’s Thursdays in Black 

website states, “We all have a responsibility to 

speak out against violence, to ensure that women 

and men, boys and girls, are safe from rape and 

violence in homes, schools, work, streets – in all 

places in our 

societies.” 

 

In the synod office, 

we have ordered pins 

that you are welcome 

to wear each 

Thursday. We hope 

that you come and 

visit the office and 

pick up a pin. Even more, beloved Children of 

God, I pray that God grants us courage and 

strength as we work towards peace, wholeness, 

justice, and love.

STEWARDSHIP  
 
I live in a small condominium 
building that is self-managed. 
Owners participate in tasks 
around the building. We take 
turns managing maintenance 
projects that we identified 

during a reserve study process in 2012.   
 

This year’s major project was replacing the flat roof. A 
couple years ago, we saw that the reserves were behind 
schedule for the roof. Instead of scheduling an 
assessment, we voted to increase our dues for a period of 
time to accumulate enough funds by the projected year, 
2020. Last June, we had enough money and decided to 
see if we could get it done this year instead of waiting 
until after the rains stopped next year. An owner 
volunteered to get three bids and the Board analyzed the 
bids, choosing the contractor that said they could 
schedule at the end of August and the Board president 
signed the contract. We got on the schedule for 
September 9. 
 

I was to be liaison with the contractor and crew, but was 
out town the day the project started. Another owner filled 

in, notifying the residents about moving their cars and 
opening the building for the roof crew. Two days into the 
project, the crew had to break a few days for weather. 
They kept us completely covered by only tearing off the 
area they knew they could reroof that day, so we didn’t 
have to worry about rain. During the break, two owners 
went up to look at the progress. A few days later the crew 
came back to finish the covering and detail work.  
 

As a result of the stewardship of owners and the 
thoughtfulness of the roofing crew, the building has a new 
roof before the rains really get started. The need was 
identified several years ago and the funding was 
accumulated over that time. The project went smoothly 
because of involvement of building’s community and the 
contractor and their crew.
